Pompeii on the Hoge Veluwe

*[...] walking across the extensive sites you some-
times feel like you are in Pompeii. Everywhere there
are large dressed stones, for the impressive Kroller-
Miiller museum, designed by Professor Henri van de
Velde, which is to be built here” according to an
article in De Telegraaf newspaper of 13 July 1938.
Work on the museum started in June 1921 but
stalled a year later due to the recession. It was long
assumed that the work would be taken up again, but
this never happened. Even today, you can see the
remains, south of the Franse Berg in De Hoge Veluwe
national park. ®MIT investigated the concrete walls
built as part of the Grote Museum, meant for Helene
Kroller-Miiller’s art collection.
